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Since the Statue of Kannon was lost in the forest fire in
1911, Syuji Ishikawa, a local history researcher, got one
of the Statues of Kannon which were created in Enku’ s
prolific term from Arako—kannonji-temple in Nakagawa ward
of Nagoya prefecture. In 1965, it has been enshrined in
Kannon-zan-Syoukou—in-temple.
